IN ACCORDANCE WITH TOWNSHIP ORDINANCE 2004-76

EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2004, MONAGHAN TOWNSHIP IS

ADMINISTERING THE PENNSYLVANIA UNIFORM CONSTRUCTION CODE

IN COMPLIANCE WITH PA ACT 45 OF 1999 (as amended).

The following establishes the procedures which will be in effect as of June 1, 2006.

The Applicant will submit an application (in accordance with the following descriptions) to the Township for evaluation by the Zoning Officer.  The Applicant will pay for the Permits accompanied by payment of the Administrative fee when retrieving them from the Township Office.  


Administrative Fee:

Zoning Permit    $30.00






Building Permit  $50.00

ZONING PERMITS
If your project is to

· construct an accessory building of less than1,000 square feet;

· construct an agricultural building (must be dedicated to agricultural use);

· install a fence; and/or
· make minor, non-structural, alterations to an existing accessory structure.
Then only an Accessory Zoning Permit is required.  An Accessory Zoning Permit will be issued subject to the following fee structure:


$30.00 – Accessory Structure (a structure associated with an accessory use, e.g., swimming pools, patios, antennas, tennis courts, unattached garages, utility sheds, etc.)

If your project is a change of, or addition to, the Zoning Use of the principal structure, and/or is to make modifications to an existing residential structure such as enclosing a porch, roofing a deck, re-roofing the main structure, etc., then a Principal Use Zoning Permit is required.  A Principal Use Zoning Permit will be issued subject to the following fee structure:


$75.00 – Principal Use or Structure (a structure having a primary residential or commercial use)

BUILDING PERMITS
If your project is

· a new commercial or residential structure;

· an addition to an existing structure;

· an accessory building in excess of 1,000 square feet;

· a swimming pool;

· a deck; and/or

· a structural alteration to an existing structure.

Then a Zoning Permit and a Building Permit will be required.  If the project is a new principal use structure, then the appropriate Septic Permit will be required.  Additionally, in some instances, a Driveway Permit may be required.

· The Applicant will submit a full application (in accordance with the above descriptions).  Any principal use structure or accessory building in excess of 1,000 square feet shall require three (3) sets of construction plans and a site plan.

· If the project is not subject to the UCC, the BCO will advise the Zoning Officer to issue a Zoning Permit.

· If the project is subject to the UCC, the BCO will ascertain that the related requirements (zoning, septic, driveway, etc.) are approved (or in process) and forward plans to reviewer for approval.

· Upon receipt of approval from the reviewer, the BCO shall issue the Building Permit along with required inspections.
· Applicant will retrieve the appropriate permits(s) by paying the required Permit Fees and by payment of the Administrative Fee.  The Applicant will also submit a check payable to RAS Engineering, Inc., in the predetermined amount for the structure for which the Building Permit is requested.

· A Building Permit shall be valid for two (2) years from the date of issuance and may be extended for an additional year on one occasion by paying the required fee(s).

· Inspections to be conducted upon request by Applicant and billed to the Applicant by the Building Inspector.

· Upon FINAL INSPECTION APPROVAL AND SATISFACTION of any outstanding inspection fee balances, the Building Inspector shall notify the BCO to issue a CERTIFICATE OF USE AND OCCUPANCY.

Building Permits will be issued subject to the following fee structure:


$75.00 Building Permit (Remittance to Commonwealth of $2.00 per Building Permit is included in Building Permit fee).


$50.00 extension fee for additional year
