SUBDIVISION/LAND DEVELOPMENT

A.  Plan 2004-10, Preliminary  Plan of 416 South Filey The Meadows 

The Plan was represented by Chris Hoover of Hoover Engineering.


The Board reviewed the comments of the Township Engineer dated March 14, 2005.

The applicant withdrew the waiver to Section 608.01 permanent concrete monuments shall be accurately placed along both sides of the right-of-way lines of each street and on the property lines of the parent tract.


The applicant asked for waivers to Section 402.03.4 existing features within 200 feet of the tract; and Section 602.03.2 Improvements to existing streets are required  and Section  609, a stormwater management plan is required.  

Discussion occurred pertaining to the enlargement of the text, explore the feasibility of an easement for a right-of-way for future access to back lots and a note on the plan regarding the right-of-way.  Tabulation of suggested minimum basement area elevation and any openings to the basement area on plan and deeds for lots 1, 2, 6 and 8.

The following statement must be placed on the plan.  Prior to any earth disturbance activity, or submission of any Building (or other) Permit application to the Township, the homeowner of record and/or the contractor shall contact the York County Conservation District to determine if, based upon the anticipated amount of earth disturbance, any additional approvals or plans regarding compliance with DEP Chaper 102 or NPDES regulations are required, and shall be responsible for such approval prior to any permit application submission to the Township.
