Secretary informed the Planning Commission that the Conditional Use application CU 04-04 for Lyons Surveying representing Chris Failor to permit the establishment of a Flag-Lot Residence in the Rural Residential Zone on Mountain Road had been approved at the Board of Supervisors meeting held January 3, 2005.

C.  Plan 2004-10, Prelimary Plan of 416 South Filey The Meadows
 Plan was represented by David Krulac.
The Planning Commission reviewed the comments of the Township Engineer dated                         January 21, 2005.
Mr. Hoover joined the meeting at this time.
The applicant asked for waivers to Section 402.03.4 existing features within 200 feet of the tract; and  Section 608.01 permanent concrete monuments shall be accurately placed along both sides of the right-of-way lines of each street and on the property lines of the parent tract, Section 602.03.2 Improvements to existing streets are required and Section  609, a stormwater management plan is required
Engineer recommend the addition of two concrete monuments, one along Fileys Roadn and the other at the corner of lot number six.

Discussion pertaining to the stormwater concerns of property owner Raymond Getz.  The Engineer recommended placing a note on the plan to seed entire lot which would eliminate these concerns.

Discussion pertaining to the property line which bisects the Baumgardner barn and driveway.   Mr. Baumgardner presented the Planning Commission with a copy of a survey which differs from the plan survey.  Mr. Hoover will investigate this difference and report back to the Planning Commission at the next meeting.

A.  MESCO Sewer Plan
Mesco, Inc. Sewage Facility Rehabilitation and Renovation Project - 2005.

Request for letter that project is consistent with Township Land Use or Agricultural Conservation Policies as required for Pennvest Funding.

Greg Rogalski Township Engineer supplies the Planning Commission with information concerning the request.  Representative stated that Mesco, Inc. sewage company serves 173 residential customers in Monaghan Township.  Mr. Rogalski informed the Planning Commission that the proposed project would be consistent with the Monaghan Township land use or agricultural conservation policies.

York County Planning Commission reviewed the proposed Mesco, Inc. Sewage Facility Rehabilitation and Renovation Project for 2005 and found based on the information provided, the proposed project would be consistent with the York County Comprehensive Plan.
