UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A.  Plan 2010-01, Final Plan of Sourbeer/Regan  

The Plan was represented by Joe Burget of Burget & Associates, Inc. 

The Planning Commission reviewed the York County comments dated April 26, 2010 and the Township Engineer comments dated April 23, 2010.

Applicant asked for waiver to Section 402 A Preliminary Plan Required; Section 402.04.3 Lots shall be numbered in consecutive order; Section 402.04.13 Plan shall show the location of proposed dwelling unit and proposed lot grading; Section 402.05.3 Stormwater Management Plan: Section 402.03.4 existing features within 200 feet; and Section 602.03.2 Road improvements to adjacent street.

The Planning Commission discussed under regular subdivision notes;

1. Surveyor shall sign and seal plan.

2. Text legibility.

3. Lot coverage and building coverage. 

4. Survey benchmark on the plan.

5. Cartway width of N. Lewisberry Road, private water supply facilities within 200 feet of Lot 100 and the 60' dedicated right-of-way on sheet 2 on the plan.

6. Statement on plan identifying the proposed lot and building coverage and type of sanitary sewage disposal and water supply on plan.

7. Provide requested waivers on cover sheet and outcome of waiver request.

8. Provide net lot area for Lot #100 with boundary to edge of the previously dedicated right-of-way.

9. Provide drainage easement for the conveyance swales from the existing pipes crossing N. Lewisberry Road on Lot #100 and the adjacent residual tract, including metes and bound descriptions.

10. Provide proof of DEP approval for sanitary sewer planning module or exemption.

11. Plan signed by landowners and notarized.

12. Improvements to adjacent streets waiver provided.

13. Required clear site triangle for proposed driveways on plan.

14. Provide a driveway detail.

15. Concrete monuments are required at the street right-of-way.

16. Note on the plan regarding the protection of existing wooded areas.

17. Location of proposed water supply features and isolation distances from on-lot-sanitary sewer disposal sites.

Planning Commission member Chris Hoover had to leave the meeting at 7:12 pm.

The Planning Commission also discussed the following under General comments:

1. Label the bordering municipality in Cumberland County.

2. Show the Conversation/Rural Residential zoning boundary line on the plan.

3. Recommend conditions be placed on Waiver Requests #3 and 4 to provide a lot grading plan at the time of building permit submission and infiltration facilities be provided to control roof drainage, including the submission of a preliminary design and detail with the subdivision plan.

4. Show wetlands on plan.
