ZONING HEARING BOARD

January 17, 2005
Call to Order at 7:01 PM by G Thomas Miller, Acting Chairman. 

Present were:  Zoning Hearing Board Members Brad Bock, Patricia Devlin and G Thomas Miller.  Also present were   Substitute Solicitor L Rex Bickley, Zoning Officer David R Harris and Stenographer Cindy Hoffman.  

Parties present: Applicant Charles Hutton.  The following parties entered their appearance for the record: Tony D=Alessandro, John & Marilyn Devorick, Kurt Eastep. Rich Gray, and Shawn Grunzke.

Roll call was taken.

The Reorganization of the Board was enacted as follows:

L Rex Bickley acted as Temporary Chairman

Chairman G Thomas Miller- nominated by Devlin / second Bock

Vice Chairman Brad Bock - nominated by Miller / second Devlin

Secretary Patricia Devlin -  nominated by Miller / second Bock

 Approved 3 - 0.

The minutes of the previous meeting, May 17, 2004, were approved as amended.  Motion Devlin / second Miller.  Approved 2 - 0 with 1 abstention.

New Business:
Case # 05-01 V, Hutton Construction.

At 7:13 PM Chairman Miller administered the oath to the parties intending to testify at this  hearing.

Zoning Officer Harris presented the case to the Board citing the completion of the application and proof of publication for the hearing.

Applicant Charles Hutton  then presented his case requesting the dimensional variance.  Under questioning by Chairman Miller, it was determined that the appropriate applicant should be Conway, Hutton & Shettel, LP who own the property in question.  As Mr Hutton is a member of that organization, it was determined to allow that the application be amended to reflect the change in identification of the applicant.

The members of the Board then conducted a question and answer session with the applicant regarding his request for a Variance to permit the encroachment into the setback.  The applicant opined that the requested variance would not significantly alter the appearance of the neighborhood.   
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Mr Eastep spoke on behalf of the applicant.  He stated that he believed that the request was not disruptive to the neighborhood and that he had no objection to granting the requested variance.

Mr Hutton then responded to questions from Messrs D=Alessandro, Devorik and Grunzke.

Zoning Officer Harris then presented the position of the Township to the Board that it is not in opposition to the granting of the variance.

Harris was the questioned by the Board and the other parties present. 

At this time, each of the remaining parties were afforded the opportunity to state their position on the matter at hand.  Mr Grunzke stated that inasmuch as his concerns regarding traffic site visibility had been answered satisfactorily, he was not opposed to the Board granting the request.  Mr Devorek did not state any opposition to the request.  Mr D=Alessandro continued to state his objection to the request, most importantly that he believes the request will permit any dwelling erected on these lots to Astick out@ and not be uniform with the remainder of the development.

At 8:00 PM the Board recessed to extra-judicial Executive Session to review the matter and Legal Counsel=s recommendations regarding the matter.

At 8:13 PM the Board reconvened the meeting to deliberate the matter.  Motion by Bock / second by Devlin to grant the requested dimensional variance.  The motion passed 3-0.

The Solicitor advised that, in accordance with the waiver executed by the applicant, a signed decision will be issued within thirty (30) days.

There being no further matters for determination before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:17 PM by Chairman Miller.
