MINUTES
MONAGHAN TOWNSHIP 

ZONING HEARING BOARD

March 21, 2005
Call to Order at 7:25 PM by G Thomas Miller, Chairman. 

Present was:  Zoning Hearing Board Member G Thomas Miller.  Also present were   Solicitor William Baughman, Zoning Officer David R Harris and Stenographer Cindy Hoffman.  

Parties present: Applicants James & Carol Myers and son.  The following parties entered their appearance for the record: Ed Levendusky and Noe Kligge.

As a quorum was not present, the minutes of the previous meeting, May 17, 2004, were not addressed.  They will be presented for approval at the April 18, 2005 meeting.

New Business:
Case # 05-02 V, James and Carol Myers.

At 7:28 PM Chairman Miller opened the hearing by explaining the circumstances due to the lack of a quorum present.  He explained that, if there was no objection, he would hear the matter as presented by the applicants and then he would advise his fellow Board Members of the circumstances and presentations of the matter and recommend action by the Board at its next regularly scheduled meeting.  There was no objection registered by the applicants, the Township or the other parties in attendance.  Chairman Miller then administered the oath to the parties intending to testify at this  hearing.

Zoning Officer Harris presented the case to the Board citing the completion of the application and proof of publication for the hearing.  He further stated that the Township did not object to the granting of the variance requested and supported his reasoning for that determination.

Applicant Carol Myers then presented the case requesting the dimensional variance.  The applicants wish to construct an addition to the existing single family dwelling.  In order to establish such addition, the new structure will encroach upon the eastern setback of the property due to the unique shape and dimensions of the subject property.

Chairman Miller conducted a question and answer session with applicant Carol Miller regarding the request for a Variance to permit the encroachment into the setback.  She described the proposed addition and presented photographs depicting the current status of the property.  Applicant James Myers then concurred with the information provided and the request made by Carol Myers.  The applicant opined that the requested variance would not significantly alter the appearance of the neighborhood. 
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Mr Levendusky and Mr Kligge were then afforded the opportunity to make any remarks they desired concerning the matter.  Neither had anything substantive to offer; Chairman Miller inquired as to whether either had any objection to the variance requested.  Both stated that they had no objection or concern.

Zoning Officer Harris then reiterated the position of the Township to the Board that it is not in opposition to the granting of the variance.  Harris was the questioned by the Solicitor regarding procedural matters. 

At this time, Chairman Miller again outlined the procedure to be followed, namely that he would present the matter to the other members of the Board and that a vote will be taken on the matter at the meeting of the Board on April 18, 2005.  The Solicitor advised as to the procedure to be undertaken regarding the written decision to be rendered in the matter.

The hearing was adjourned at 7:47 PM.  

A brief discussion occurred regarding the time and date of the next meeting - April 18 at 7:00 PM.

There being no further matters for determination before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:49 PM by Chairman Miller.
