MONAGHAN TOWNSHIP 

ZONING HEARING BOARD

April 16, 2007
Call to Order at 7:04 PM by G Thomas Miller, Chairman. 

Present were:  Zoning Hearing Board Members G Thomas Miller and Alternate Robert Meyers.  Also present were Board Solicitor William Baughman Esq, Zoning Officer David R Harris and Stenographer Cindy Hoffman.  

Parties present: Applicant Chris Failor, Greg Carter 

Roll call was taken.  Solicitor ruled that a quorum, as defined by the MPC and Twp Ordinances, was present and the hearing was appropriate.   

The minutes of the previous meeting, February 19, 2007, were approved as presented.  Motion Meyers / second Miller.  Approved 2 - 0.

There was no Old Business to conduct.

New Business:
Case # 07-02 SE, Chris W Failor.

At 7:09 PM Chairman Miller opened the hearing. 

Applicant Failor presented the case to the Board citing the purpose of the requested Special Exception.  He then explained the specifics of the request, namely that he wishes to be granted permission to use the property as the storage and office location for his business, demolition services. He testified as to the size and geography of the lot in question, describing the seclusion and limited visibility of the property from Mountain Road and/or neighboring properties, and that the proposed use will not have a detrimental effect on the surrounding community.
Zoning Officer Harris then represented the Township, first by confirming to the Board that the matter was as presented by the applicant, citing the completion of the application and proof of publication for the hearing as well as the identification of the subject property at 301 Mountain Road.  Harris further stated that the Township did not object to the granting of the Special Exception and found the request to be supportable and presented his reasoning for that determination.

The Board Members, Solicitor and Applicant then engaged in a conversational discussion of the 
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proposed uses and limitations of the property.  Applicant Failor then described his proposed structures and the need for a dimensional variance to permit the structure for storage use to be in excess of the dimensions permitted in Section 455 of the Township Zoning Ordinance.

Upon the Applicant(s presentation of this additional issue, the Board and Solicitor discussed the propriety of granting such approval as the initial legal advertising and posting of the property did not disclose this request.  Although the members of the Board indicated their inclination to grant the requested Special Exception, they were reluctant because of the additional matter of the dimensional Variance.

Solicitor Baughman suggested that the application could be revised to include the necessary Variance, but inasmuch as this information was not disclosed in the initial public notice provisions, the matter should be re-advertised.

Chairman Miler then proposed that the hearing should be continued at the next meeting of the Board, which will be May 21, 2007.  Applicant Failor advised that he was willing to follow the proscribed process.

Chairman Miller then requested that the Zoning Officer re-advertise and re-post the new information so that if any abutting property owner had any objections to the parameters of the dimensional Variance, they would be given the opportunity to present their opposition.

At this time, 8:01 PM, Chairman Miller recessed the Hearing until May 21, 2007, the next meeting of the Zoning Hearing Board.  At such time any objections to Applicant(s revised application could be presented, after which the Board could make a decision.

There being no further matters for determination before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:02 PM by Chairman Miller.
