ZONING HEARING BOARD

February 19, 2007
Call to Order at 7:21 PM by G Thomas Miller, Chairman. 

Present were:  Zoning Hearing Board Members G Thomas Miller, Brad Bock and Patricia Devlin.  Also present were Zoning Officer David R Harris and Stenographer Cindy Hoffman.  

Parties present: Applicant(s Representative. 

Roll call was taken.

The minutes of the previous meeting, June 19, 2006, were approved as presented.  Motion Bock / second Miller.  Approved 2 - 0 with 1 abstention.

 The Reorganization of the Board was enacted as follows:

Mr Miller acted as Temporary Chairman

Chairman G Thomas Miller- nominated by Bock / second Devlin

Vice Chairman Brad Bock - nominated by Devlin / second Miller

Secretary Patricia Devlin -  nominated by Bock / second Miller

All of the nominations were approved 3 - 0.

Old Business:
Zoning Officer Harris presented copies of the proposed ordinance amendments and advised of the joint Board of Supervisors and Planning Commission workshop on Tuesday, February 27, 2007, further stating that members of the Zoning Hearing Board were invited to participate if they wish.

At this time Solicitor William Baughman arrived.  Chairman Miller recused himself, as he was the Applicant(s Representative and Alternate Robert Meyers was seated in his stead.

New Business:
Case # 07-01 SE, Thomas R Miller.

At 7:37 PM Vice Chairman Bock opened the hearing. 

Attorney G Thomas Miller, representing the applicant, presented the case to the Board citing the purpose of the requested Special Exception.  He then explained the specifics of the request, namely that the applicant wishes to convert the existing residence to office use.  He stated that 
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a) there will be no exterior revision of the structure, b) that adequate parking to meet the requirements of the Township, c) that the request is permitted under sections 203.3 & 415 of the Zoning Ordinance, and d) that the proposed use will not have a detrimental effect on the surrounding community.
Zoning Officer Harris then represented the Township, first by confirming to the Board that the matter was as presented by the applicant, citing the completion of the application and proof of publication for the hearing as well as the identification of the subject property at 1 S York Road.  He then explained the specific process used to ascertain that the matter was being sought from the appropriate body, the Zoning Hearing Board.  Harris further stated that the Township did not object to the granting of the Special Exception and found the request to be supportable and presented his reasoning for that determination.

Applicant(s representative, G Thomas Miller Esq , then responded to queries from the Board.

There was no further testimony presented to the Board. 

Solicitor Baughman inquired as to whether the applicant would waive the required time-line for issuance of the Board(s Decision so that the issue could be acted upon at this meeting.  Attorney Miller verbally granted the requested waiver.

At this time, 7:59 PM, Vice Chairman Bock closed the Hearing and opined that he believed that the Board was ready to make a decision.  Member Devlin moved and Alternate Meyers seconded to approve the applicant(s request for a Special Exception as requested by the applicant.  The motion was passed on a vote of 3-0. 

There being no further matters for determination before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:01 PM by Vice Chairman Bock.
