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IN PENNSYLVANIA VERIZON PLANS TO USE FIBER OPTIC TECHNOLOGY 
Verizon Pennsylvania plans to use fiber optic technology, known as fiber-to-the-premises (FTTP), to connect Verizon customers directly to its telephone network in the portion of Monaghan Township that is served by Verizon.  This is a long-term network upgrade that will eventually replace Verizon=s traditional copper-based network and make available a wide range of technologically advanced services called Verizon FiOS to our customers.  The new FiOS services will provide customers crystal clear voice and faster high-speed Internet connections, and in the future, a full suite of video services.

For many years Verizon has used fiber cable connections to offer high-speed Internet and data services to large business customers such as banks, universities and hospitals.  In the past, the prices for these direct fiber connections have been largely cost-prohibitive for smaller-sized customers.  Now that evolving technology has brought down the costs, we plan to expand the network of fiber optic cable into the more traditionally residential environment throughout our service area, improving service reliability and allowing faster repairs.  Fiber is less susceptible to inclement weather and easier to maintain.  Fiber also will accommodate new broadband products and services not possible on today=s copper-based network.
While it is not feasible to convert the entire country at once, Verizon has selected Central Pennsylvania as one of the first areas in the Northeast to deploy FTTP.  

This fiber conversion will be similar to the process we have followed for our large business conversions.  We will be installing or over-building fiber optic cable where we presently have only copper cable -- both aerial and underground.  As customers choose these new fiber-based FiOS services, they will be moved from copper to fiber cable.  We estimate that the copper cables will remain in place for an extended period of time initially as there will be a mix of copper- and fiber-based customers in the neighborhoods.

Verizon=s FTTP project is a tremendous program that will transport our communications network and bring customers great benefits, and we look forward to serving Monaghan Township using this new state-of-the-art network.

SAFE BICYCLE RULES OF THE ROAD
With Spring just around the corner we all will be doing more activities outside the home.  One of these activities will be riding bikes.  Whether used for recreation or transportation, a bicycle is subject to PA Vehicle Code Sections 3501-3511 and 3336.

SAFE BICYCLE RULES OF THE ROAD 
1- Always wear a properly fitted helmet.

2 -Ride on the right side of the road, with traffic.

3- Obey all traffic signs and signals

4- Slow down when you approach an intersection 

Look left, look right, look left again, then look over your shoulder before entering the intersection.

5- Use proper hand signals when turning to communicate to drivers.

6- Wear bright colored clothing to help drivers see you.

7- Adjust the bike to fit you and keep it working smoothly.

8- Always assume that the other driver does not see you.

Why wear a helmet?

As of February 13, 1996, if you are 12 or younger, you must wear an approved helmet when riding your bicycle.  The bad news is parents will be fined $25 if you don=t wear a helmet. But the good news is, they won=t have to pay the fine if they use the money to buy you a helmet.

Drive with traffic on the right side of the road.  Ride in a straight line whenever possible and ride with traffic. Keep to the right, but stay about a car door width away from parked cars.

Obey all traffic signs and signals.  Always look left, then right, then left again before entering the roadway and at all intersections.  Don=t forget to use hand signals to communicate.

Bright colors, helmets included, makes it easier for drivers to see you.  Equip your bike with reflectors, a white headlight and a bell or horn.  Bright colored clothing and reflective material help bicyclists to be seen more easily.
How to fit a bike - Lay your arm along the top bar with the elbow touching the seat.  The finger tips should just reach the handlebars.  Straddle the bike.  There should be about one inch between the top bar and your crotch.  Adjust the seat so you can sit on the seat and balance on you toes.
ALWAYS ASSUME THAT THE OTHER DRIVER DOES NOT SEE YOU.
