	ADVANCE \d0-3-yr. 6"-12" Flat needles not jagged, 3/4 inch in length.  Best in cool, moist soils, pyramidal crown, grown to 6= in 10-12 Years.  Can be pruned as hedge.  PA State Tree

	ADVANCE \d0-3-yr 14@-22@ Fastest growing of spruces. Develops graceful, drooping branches, covered by dark green needles. Likes deep, moist soils, not swampy.  Not for dry soils. Grows to 6 feet in 10-12 years.

	ADVANCE \d0-3 yr. 12@-20@ Grows best in moist, well-drained soils. Does not do well in heavy, wet, clay soils. Popular Christmas tree.  Grows to 6 feet in 9-10 years.

	ADVANCE \d0-Native species, 3 yr. 10@ - 20@  Dense pyramidal evergreen growing to 40 to 50 ft.  Spread 8C20 ft.  Medium green needles are flat and scale-like.  Does well in poor gravelly soils.  Used for evergreen screen or hedge.

	ADVANCE \d0-Native species, 2 yr. 10"-20"  Small pink flowers in early spring.  Very effective as a mass planting.  Large, dark green, heart-shaped leaves.  Can grow to 20 feet tall with a spread of 12 feet. 

	ADVANCE \d0Silky Dogwood
	ADVANCE \d0-Native species, 2 yr. 8@-16@  Grows to 9  feet.  Dense foliage turns red in the fall.  Small flat clusters of yellow-white flowers in late May, followed by blue or grayish berries in the fall that attract birds.  Bark is scarlet red in color through out winter. Grows best in moist and wet soils. Likes full sun.  Occasional vigorous pruning in the spring is recommended to force young shoot growth.

	ADVANCE \d0-Native species, 1 yr. 5"-10" Excellent for wildlife food, shade and firewood.  Dense foliage is bluish-green, to reddish-brown in fall. They have a high resistance to ice breakage and oak wilt. Also good tolerance to highway salt.  Can grow 80-100 feet tall.

ADVANCE \d0-Native species, 2 yr. 10"-24" Deciduous shrub, growing 8-12 feet with a spread to 4 feet. Has clusters of white flowers in May.  Has scarlet berries from mid-summer through winter that provide food for birds.  People make jelly from the berries.  A good screening, background plant, spaced four feet apart.  Full or half day sun.

	ADVANCE \d0Pin Oak
	ADVANCE \d0-Native species, 3 yr. 10"-25" Large rapid, narrow growing tree, excellent for a lawn tree, street tree, and lining both sides of drive or lane.  The growth of the upper , middle and lower branches gives this tree a beautiful and graceful pyramidal outline. Leaves hang on longer than any other hardwood in the winter. Can grow to 75 feet tall.

Semi-Dwarf Apple

It=s an excellent cooking apple and is a favorite for baked apples because it keeps its shape during cooking.  Also excellent for cider making.

A FREE Christmas tree recycling program for all York County residents.  The program starts December 26 and continues through January 31, 2006.  Resident may drop off their trees during daylight  hours, seven days a week at William H. Kain County Park (Lake Redman boat launch area).  Trees must be free of ornaments, tinsel and protective bags.  

Once collected, trees are shredded into a free Agift@ of pine mulch for the home garden.  The mulch can be used for landscaping and provides excellent ground cover when used around acid-loving trees and shrubs.
