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TOWNSHIP BURNING


REGULATIONS
     As a reminder please call if you plan to  burn leaves this fall. Residents are reminded that when burning limbs and leaves, Township regulations must be followed.

     Procedures for burning are found in Monaghan Township Ordinance No. 41 of 1994.

  Notification must be given to York County Control two hours prior to starting an uncontained fire.  Call toll free 1-800-427-8347 and ask for the Fire Dispatcher.  Report that you will be conducting a controlled burn.  The fire dispatcher must also be notified when the fire is extinguished.  All uncontained fires must be attended by a responsible adult at all times.

  Burning of plastics, byproducts of manufacturing and processing operations, wastes from commercial operations and/or any substance determined by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania or the United States Environmental Protection Agency to be a hazardous substance is strictly prohibited at all times.  In addition, no burning is permitted which would violate the Air Pollution Control Act or other legislation of the Commonwealth or other competent government body.

     Burning may be banned by the Board.  Bans are usually imposed due to drought conditions.

WHAT AND WHEN DO I PAY FOR PERMITS?
Recently, there has been some confusion regarding the application process for Building and Zoning Permits.  In 2004, the Township was required by the State to adopt and administer the Pennsylvania Uniform Construction Code.  As a part of administering this process, it was necessary to revise the fee schedules.  For the most part, the fees for permits were reduced, however, compliance with the process necessitated the addition of an Application Fee of Thirty Dollars ($30.00).  
We have been requesting that the fee be paid at the time of application; however, this has created as much confusion here in the office as it has for you. 

Therefore, we are making a minor revision to our procedure.  Effective immediately (September 1, 2006), we will not be requesting any payment to accompany an application.  The application fee ($30.00) will be added to the other permit costs and payment will be required for permit pickup.  When a permit is ready to be picked up, you will receive a phone call advising of the costs to be paid for the permit(s).

Aaron passed away four and a half months later from a liver disorder, Biliary Atresia.  In 1979 the medical community had only begun to pioneer the idea of liver transplants in children.

WINTER WEATHER ADVISORY
During a Winter Weather Advisory which is issued by the Office of Emergency Management of York County, residents of the county are recommended to limit your travel during the winter storm as much as possible.

A winter weather advisory means that periods of snow, sleet or freezing rain will cause travel difficulties.  Motorists should be extra cautious and prepared for slippery roads and limited visibility.  All motorists should have a winter emergency kit in their vehicle.

The Kit should include: A shovel, windshield ice scraper, flashlight, battery powered radio, extra batteries, water, snack food, extra hats and mittens, blanket, tow chain or rope, road salt or sand, booster cables, emergency flares and a fluorescent distress flag.

Watch local television stations such as WGAL/Channel 8 and Fox 43 for updates on winter advisories and school closings.  WGAL=s web site has a signup for e-mail notifications on closings and cancellations.              ___________________________________________

TENANT REGISTRATION
Ordinance 1987-29 was adopted in 1987 and requires that every owner of a dwelling unit or units submit a current list of all tenants on or before the  fifteen day of the month following the tenant occupying a residence. The Township Office as a courtesy, sends out registration forms to all known landlords.  If you have a rental unit or units and do not receive any forms, contact the Township Office at 717-697-2132.  You can also stop in during business hours and pick up the forms or visit our web site and print the form.   The Township uses this information to update Per Capita Tax rosters and records on file with the Police Department in case of emergencies.
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
