Rates:

Tier 1 - 4 bags or cans with unlimited recycling and one bulk item per week  - $55.50 per quarter.

Tire 2 - pay per bag with the purchase of 18 bags annually with unlimited recycling.  A bag must be attached to a bulk item for removal.  Cost of each bag  is $3.75 or purchase of 18 bags at $67.50.

Holiday Collection Schedule:
For 2007-2008, if your collection day falls on or after the following holidays your collection will be delayed one day unless the holiday falls on a Saturday or Sunday.  If holiday falls on Saturday or Sunday, there will be no change in collection schedule.  Holidays observed are: New Year(s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas Day.

Recycling Instructions:
Place recyclables at curbside before 6:00 AM on your collection day.

Sort recyclables into two categories:

1.  Place mixed paper in paper bag or tie in bundle and place beside or on top of your recycling bin.

2.  Rinse and place all (Plastic, glass and metal) containers together in recycling bin.  Do not mix loose paper items with containers.
Do not place any items in plastic bags for collection.

What to Recycle:
Paper - newspapers/inserts, magazines, phone books, catalogs, junk mail, office paper, paperboard (cereal boxes & shoes boxes, etc).

Plastic - Soda, detergent bottles, plastic milk, plastic juice and plastic water jugs.  All #1 and #2 bottles.

Glass - Clear, green and brown food and beverage containers only.

Cans - Beverage cans, metal food cans and bi-metal and aerosol cans.

Cardboard - Flatten/pull boxes apart, cut cardboard to 24" X 24" or less to fit in truck.  Multiple pieces of corrugated cardboard must be tied and placed next to the recycle bin.  Should be about the same size as a bundle of newspaper.

TOWNSHIP BURNING   REGULATIONS
    As a reminder please call if you plan to  burn leaves this fall. Residents are reminded that when burning limbs and leaves, Township regulations must be followed.

  Procedures for burning are found in Monaghan Township Ordinance No. 41 of 1994.

    Notification must be given to York County Control two hours prior to starting an uncontained fire.  Call toll free 1-800-427-8347 and ask for the Fire Dispatcher.  Report that you will be conducting a controlled burn.  The fire dispatcher must also be notified when the fire is extinguished.  All uncontained fires must be attended by a responsible adult at all times.
      Burning of plastics, byproducts of manufacturing and processing operations, wastes from commercial operations and/or any substance determined by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania or the United States Environmental Protection Agency to be a hazardous substance is strictly prohibited at all times.  In addition, no burning is permitted which would violate the Air Pollution Control Act or other legislation of the Commonwealth or other competent government body.

    Burning may be banned by the Board.  Bans are usually imposed due to drought conditions
