WIND ENERGY SYSTEMS

      Recently the Township has been receiving inquiries regarding the permissible placement of windmills on residential properties for electric generation for resident power use.

      According to the Monaghan Township Zoning Ordinance of 2007, such structures are an (Accessory( use for dwellings in all zones of the Township.  As with all properties in the Township, approval will occur on any application in which the properties meet all of the requirements of the Ordinance. 

      A Building Permit is required under the specifications of the Uniform Construction Code, under the 2006 IRC, IBC.  This notice is written to specifically identify the provisions of the Zoning Ordinance which establish these determinations.        Zoning Ordinance Provisions for Wind Energy Systems   Section112Definitions   
WECS UNIT (Wind Energy
 Conservation System) - Any device which converts wind energy to mechanical or electrical energy and shall include blades, hubs to which blades are attached, and any device, such as a tower, used to support the hub, rotary blades, etc., or any combination thereof.


Section 301
Accessory Uses and Structures
The regulations contained within Article 3 shall apply to all uses within the Township.

301.5.
Alternative Energy Sources - Except for those contained on farms, Wind Energy Conversion Systems (WECS) shall not be permitted in the front yard area of any property.  Height regulations do not apply to WECS units, provided that the height of the WECS unit shall not be greater than the shortest distance measured along a horizontal plane from the unit to any lot line.  WECS units may be placed on the roof of any structure, provided that the perimeter of the unit does not cover twenty-five percent (25%) of the roof area of the structure on which the WECS unit is placed.  The additional height extension shall be so positioned that the height of the WECS unit above the roof is less than the distance measured along a horizontal plane from such unit to any lot line.  All transmission lines to and from any freestan​ding WECS unit or any supporting building or structure shall be buried underground.  Solar energy units shall be permitted in any zone and subject to the requirements of that zone.
